2.	The Hedley Foundation: The Hedley Foundation is a charitable foundation that supports young people, the disabled and the terminally ill.


The main objective of the Trustees' grant making is to assist and encourage development and change.  It follows that most grants will be of capital or one-off nature, but the Trustees sometimes agree to help fund the introduction of new and innovative projects with a series of up to 3 annual grants.  Few grants exceed £5,000 and most of them go to charities where they can make an impact.  We do not support large or national appeals.


Deadlines for applications are 9 September 2009 and 4 November 2009.

Small Grants for Volunteering: The revised Community Volunteering Scheme, now know as Small Grants for Volunteering, is opening in volunteer centres across the country.  £330,000 is available across Northern Ireland with grants of up to £1,100.  The main criteria are:


Annual income must be less than £100,000.


The organisation must be a community/voluntary organisation.


The funding is committed to supporting volunteering within the organisation, increasing the number of new volunteers, providing training and subsistence and developing good practice.


The Programme aims to:


Promote active citizenship and diversity and make volunteering more inclusive by increasing activity within groups under-represented in the volunteering population.  (These include people unemployed or not in paid work, 16-25 year olds, people over 50, people with disabilities and members of minority ethnic communities.)


Increase the number of people volunteering, particularly those new to volunteering activity.


Support the development of good practice and ensure a wide range of volunteering opportunities that enhance learning for volunteering and other benefits.


Support projects that benefit individuals and communities experiencing disadvantage, including communities of place and interest and contribute to New Targeting Social Need.

1.	Irish and Scottish Gaelic Grants: The Colmcille grant aid scheme is open.  Applications are invited which strengthen Irish Gaelic and Scottish Gaelic, and which foster links between communities speaking Irish and Scottish Gaelic.  Colmcille Eirinn's Alba works to foster support for the Gaelic language and develop links between Gaelic Scotland and Ireland.


Colmcille Community Grants Scheme


SCHEME A: For amounts up to and including £2,500.


SCHEME B: For amounts over £2,500.


Organisations applying must:


Be registered as a not-for-profit organisation or charity.


Be a community or other group with a constitution and named bank account.


Demonstrate a link between their organisation and their project and partners in Ireland – North and South (for Scottish Organisations) or in Scotland (for Northern Ireland or Republic of Ireland organisations).


Ineligible


Applications cannot be accepted from individuals except when there is clear community benefit.


Applications will not be considered from parties who do not aim to foster support for the Gaelic language, and develop links between Gaelic Scotland and Ireland.


Under no circumstances will funding be awarded for courses involving formal qualifications.


Ad hoc, one off projects trips or courses.


General festivals.


Applications should be received a minimum of 6 weeks before an event is to occur.  Applications for Scheme A up to £2,500 can be submitted on an ongoing basis.


The deadline for applications over £2,500 is 11 September 2009.

Awards for All team up with Secret Millionaire: The Big Lottery Fund Awards for All Small Grants Programme is being packaged with Channel 4’s Secret Millionaire programme to encourage applications and to register interest in getting a visit from a Secret Millionaire.


Lottery funding worth £1 million is available.  People can propose a community project or organisation they think would benefit from BIG funding.  BIG will then contact the organisation to see if it is eligible to apply for this small grants scheme and send out the relevat information.  Projects can also apply directly.


In both cases Lottery grants from the Awards for All programme are awarded following an application and assessment process.


If your application to The Secret Millionaire Fund is successful, Channel 4 (or RDF Media the production company who make the programme) might choose you for filming that will appear on the Secret Millionaire website and possibly in future editions of The Secret Millionaire.  You will be asked to opt in to this at the point of application.  Accepting or declining will not affect the outcome of your application.


The Secret Millionaire website will be live from 1 May to 21 December 2009.  Visitors to the website can nominate or apply at any point during this time scale.

Garfield Weston Foundation – Garfield Weston Grants: The Garfield Weston Foundation has a broad remit to support charitable activities often in the fields of Arts, Community, Education and Health and General Charitable Purposes.


The Foundation does not have a precisely defined criteria, but rather invites applications across the spectrum of community, voluntary and charitable activity with very few exceptions.  Grants are normally made by means of a single payment and the Foundation does not normally commit to forward funding.  In assessing applications, the following criteria are taken into consideration:


The financial viability of the organisation


The degree of need for the project requiring funding


The amount spent on administration and fundraising as compared to the charitable activities


The ability to raise sufficient funding to meet the appeal target


Whether the aims of the organisation meet the trustees’ aspirations


Whether the organisation has the right priorities


Where possible, the ability of the organisation to achieve the goals.


How to apply: All applications are considered on an individual basis by a committee of Trustees.  From time to time, more information about a charity or a visit to the project might be requested.  Applicants should apply in writing following guidelines provided by the Foundation.  A proposal form which is available from the Foundation also needs to be included.  This can be downloaded from the website.


There is no deadline for applications, which are normally processed within three months of reciept.  All applicants are notified of the outcome by letter.

Victoria Homes Trust: The Trust assists voluntary and community projects concerned with the physical, mental and spiritual development of young people under 21 years of age.


Available grants are normally in the low thousands or hundreds of pounds.  There is no closing date for applications as the Committee meets two or three times a year to consider requests.


All grant applications are considered on their own merits and the Victoria Homes Trust adopts a flexible approach provided the project falls within its guidelines.     Although the Trust does ask if an applicant has charitable status, lack of it would not preclude the Trust from lending support.


Grants have been awarded to a number of organisations focused on youth issues including church based organisations, youth clubs, local initiatives led by community based groups and regional and local community care organisations.


Grants awarded have been for staff training for specific issues affecting youth, capital costs, running costs and salary costs of projects primarily dealing with work for and with young people.
