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Using the High/Scope approach with children from 3 – 6 years

What is High/Scope?

High/Scope is a well established approach to early childhood education and care which is underpinned by developmental and learning theory and by long term research over a 40 year period. It is an approach which identifies and builds on children’s interests and abilities and is used internationally in a variety of settings.  

Who is the course for?

The course is designed for those working with young children aged 3 – 6 years who wish to begin to use the High/Scope approach in Playgroup, Nursery School, Primary School, and Day care settings. 

What does the course cover?

The course provides participants with the opportunity to explore the areas of the High/Scope approach as outlined in the attached High/Scope Curriculum Wheel.

What does the course offer?

The course offers participants the opportunity to discuss and reflect on the theory, principles and practice which underpin the High/Scope Curriculum.   

The course provides participants with an active learning experience and a mixture of individual small group, large group activities and discussions. 

The course consists of 12 full days training delivered over a 12 month period to enable participants to gradually introduce the Curriculum in their setting, with assignments set at the end of each day.  At the end of the course, the trainer will carry out a site visit to each setting. On successful completion of all of these course requirements participants will receive a High/Scope Ireland Certificate of Implementation. 

What does the course cost?

The course costs £1,100 per person (can be paid in instalments). This includes all course materials, handouts, textbook and end of course site visit.
