Introduction
This directory provides information on services available in Co. Fermanagh for  children from birth to 14 years.

This directory is designed for both local families and visitors.  Even when you have lived somewhere for a while, it can be difficult to know what is going on in your area and who to contact.  If you are a visitor, a brief holiday barely gives time to discover the opportunities that are available.

The directory firstly defines services and gives you a few tips on what to look for when selecting a particular service for your child.  It then lists the services and provides a brief description and contact name and telephone number.

The final section, useful addresses lists a range of medical and support groups which are available to children and families in the Fermanagh area.

The directory has been compiled by Fermanagh Early Years Partnership.  We hope it is helpful – it is not exhaustive and there are bound to be some items we have not covered.  Entries have been checked and the information is accurate as far as we can tell.

This guide is free of charge and we are grateful to Western Area Childcare Partnership for their assistance with publication costs.  Many thanks are extended to all those who have provided the information and advice which makes up this guide.
Definition of Services
Services available in Co. Fermanagh are listed under the following headings:

Childminder
A childminder is someone who uses their own home to care for children.  If a childminder cares for children for more than 2 hours per day for reward they must, by law, be registered with Social Services.  A childminder can look after your children for a full day or for part of the day.  Some childminders may have attended training, eg registration courses, first aid courses, or other child care courses.  Costs and arrangements for childminding are negotiated privately between parent / carer and childminder.  If you decide to use a childminder you can join Parent Partnership Scheme (Northern Ireland Childminding Association (NICMA) and have access to an information and advice line, a publication on choosing a childminder and other helpful information.  

Day Nursery
A Day Nursery provides full‑time and part‑time care.  There will be separate rooms and play activities for each age‑group of children, ie babies, toddlers and pre‑school aged children.  Some Day Nurseries provide a school collection service and out of school care for children aged 5 – 11 years.  

Parent and Toddler Groups
A Group for children under 5 years and their parent / carers.  Parents can have cup of tea and a chat and children will have the opportunity to play.  Parent and toddler groups generally last for 2 hours on one morning a week and can cost from 20p to £1.00 per child.  Some parent and toddler groups run courses for parents.  This service does not require registration.

Pre‑School Playgroups / Nurseries
If you child is aged between 3 and 5 years of age and is toilet trained he/she can attend a playgroup or nursery.  Groups will have a daily programme of play activities or curriculum to enhance your child’s development.  These groups normally run in the mornings for up to 4 hours.  Northern Ireland Pre‑school Playgroup Association (NIPPA) also offer membership to parents.

Crèche
Crèches provide short‑term care to allow parents / carers some time to themselves.  Normally children can stay in a crèche for one to two hours at a time.  Crèches which operate for more than 2 hours on one occasion must register with Social Services.

Definition of Services
After School Club (Care‑based)
These clubs are generally used by parents / carers who are working or in training and need their children to be collected from school and cared for until the parent is finished work or training.  The club’s activities can include art, craft, homework, games, rest times and outings.  

All registered childminders and day care facilities are registered, inspected and reviewed by the Sperrin Lakeland Health & Social Services Trust.

Children with Special Needs or Disability
Meeting the needs of all children, but particularly those children with special needs or disability, continues to be a high priority for professionals within Sperrin Lakeland Health & Social Services Trust and all providers of early years service.

Many children with varying degrees of special needs or disability are benefiting from attending their local playgroup, nursery or after schools club and do so without difficulty.

The message to parents and carers of a child with a disability:

We would encourage you to ask either Disability or Early Years Social Worker / Community Nurse / Health Visitor 

or the local day care group itself about what is 

available or could be made available for your child,

and
Even if there are some difficulties in providing a placement these

may be able to be addressed, thus reducing problems.
At any rate, please advise us if you feel your child needs an early years / day care service and there is not one available which meets his / her needs.

     Guidance for Parents/Carers and Providers
Childminders and daycare providers are regulated 

by the Children (NI) Order 1995

The Order defines a childminder as someone who looks after one or more children who are not closely related and aged under 12 years.  Daycare is defined as a service, which is available for at least 2 hours in any one day.  Examples include playgroups, day nurseries and some creches.

Anyone wishing to register must apply to Sperrin Lakeland Health & Social Services Trust.

The main purposes of registration under the Children Order are –

·
To protect children

·
To provide reassurance to persons using independent services

·
To ensure that services meet acceptable standards

·
To ensure that people wishing to provide a service for children do so within

an agreed framework

The Trust must satisfy itself that premises are safe and suitable; the childminder or person in charge of the daycare facility is suitable to provide a good standard of care and that others who live or work on the premises are suitable.

To assist the Trust in deciding whether or not to register the Social Worker will require:  

·
a medical report; two character references; a criminal records check and

DHSS Child Care list check on the childminder and all staff of the daycare

facility.  

·
consideration will also be given to the childminder or person in charge’s

previous experience in caring for children, any training / qualifications in

childcare and their ability to provide warm and consistent care.

For anyone who resides in the childminder’s home aged over 10 years criminal record and DHSS Child Care list check will be made.  In relation to premises a Health Visitor will assess safety, and in the case of day care facilities NI Fire Authorities will inspect and where appropriate Environmental Health carry out inspections.

If registration is granted a certificate will be issued specifying the number of children to be minded.

Formal inspection of childminders and day care facilities are carried out once a year.  The Trust also requires that further visits be made during the year to review standards.

Guidance for Parents/Carers and Providers
In order to have the best possible arrangement for a child, it is important for all parties to share information and be clear about arrangements.  Here are some pointers which you may find useful to discuss:‑

What parents / carers need to know about childminding or a day care service

·
Details of registration and insurance

·
When your childminding / day care service is available and how much is 

charged

·
What experience and training the provider has in looking after other people’s

children.

·
Something about the provider’s attitude to bringing up children, eg setting

the limits to behaviour, equal opportunities for children.

·
That the provider will not pass on confidential information about the family.

·
That the provider will need written permission to administer any form of

medication, or to take a child on an outing.

·
What plans are in place in the event of an emergency.

·
That you may be asked to use a written contract signed by both parties.

·
What safety equipment is used (including if the children are to be taken in a

car, the restraints used).

·
How and where the child will spend the day.

·
What sort of play equipment and materials are provided.

·
What sort of food is provided and what about sweets and snacks.

·
Your arrangements for taking to and from playgroups or school, if

appropriate.

·
How many other children are being minded and their ages.

·
What arrangements are in place when a child is ill.

·
Other adults who maybe in contact with your child.

·
What sorts of pets are kept and child’s access to them.

·
About smoking.

What a childminder or day care provider needs to know from you as a parent / carer

·
The hours worked, and times the service is needed.

·
Where parent / carer can be contacted in an emergency – address and

telephone number.

·
Who will be collecting the child – is there anyone who is not permitted

contact with the child.

·
Details of family doctor and health visitor, child’s immunisation status, any

allergies or health problems.

·
The family’s cultural, religious or traditional background and any

implications this may have for caring for the child.

·
The parent’s / carer’s attitude to the activities you plan for the child.

·
What the child does and does not like to eat, what parent / carer wants and

does not want the child to eat.

·
Anything the child finds alarming or unsettling (eg, dogs, people in

spectacles).

·
Any special object or toy the child finds a comfort.

·
‘Pet’ words and names and other vocabulary specific to the child.

·
Information about the child’s toileting.

·
Does the child still have a nap – are there any routines, which help the child

to sleep.

·
Can the child use a cup / cutlery.

·
Other members of the child’s family (including pets).

·
Any new factors or specials problems in the child’s life.

·
Keep sharing and updating information.

 Nursery Schools/Reception Classes
Nursery Schools and Nursery Units
Nursery Schools and Nursery Units offer places for 3 and 4 year olds in their final pre‑school year and in some instances will take children in their penultimate pre‑school year.  They follow the Curriculum      Guidance for Pre‑school Education (published by the Northern Ireland Council for the Curriculum Examinations and Assessment in 1997) and employ a qualified teacher.  A range of part‑time places (2_ hours, 5 days a week) and full‑time places (approx 4 hours, 5 days a week) are available.  Schools and units follow the normal academic year and are normally open for 38 weeks between September and June.

Enrolment is by application to individual establishments and the closing date for applications is usually late January in the year a child wishes to be admitted.  Parents are advised to contact individual establishments for more detailed information.

Children with Special Educational Needs can apply in the normal way.

Those listed, have been funded through the Pre‑school Expansion Advisory Group and are free places.

Reception Classes
Some schools have Reception places for children before compulsory school age.  Admission policies vary with some schools waiting for the child to reach their 4th birthday and others accepting them in the term in which they will be 4 years old.

As with a Nursery setting the children will be offered the play based curriculum set out in the Curriculum Guidance for Pre‑school Education (published by the Northern Ireland Council for the Curriculum Examinations and Assessments in 1997).

 A reception place is usually for 3 to 4 hours, 5 days a week for the normal school year.  Some Reception places are in mixed classes with older children.  For admission details and more information on the nature of Reception places parents should contact individual schools.

Primary Schools that have Reception places in the year 1999 / 2000 are indicated by ‘R’ in the list given.

 Primary Schools
Children in Fermanagh are of compulsory school age in the September of the academic year in which they reach their 5th birthday.  Official application forms must be completed and returned, normally by late January of the year in which the child is to start school.  A booklet, giving full details of Primary Schools and admission procedure is published by the Western Education and Library Board annually and this can be obtained from them at:

The Aisling Centre(a dynamic vital resource, which embraces the diversity of the community and offers a dream of wholeness for everyone.

The Aisling Centre has easy access to all(is welcoming to all(creating an atmosphere where healing and growth can happen.

The heart of the Centre is about bringing hope and offering new opportunities to enhance self‑esteem so that people can live in more creative and meaningful ways.

Professional Counselling Service
Counselling provides the opportunity for an individual, couple or family to look more closely at their lives in a safe and confidential setting.  Our counsellors are all professionally trained and receive regular supervision and support.  Therapists work with a wide range of issues; relationship difficulties, family problems the effects of childhood sexual abuse, low self‑esteem and many other painful experiences.  A client does not have to be referred by a doctor before coming.  Fees are negotiated between therapist and client but no‑one is ever turned away due to financial concerns.

Personal Development Programmes
We provide a wide range of courses in the areas of assertiveness, facilitation skills, communication skills, stress management and many more.  All these personal development programmes increase self knowledge, self acceptance and  self‑confidence.  A number of these courses are accredited through the NI Open College Network.  Courses are provided at the Centre or at other venues both within and outside the County.  Courses can be tailored to meet individual or group needs.

Childcare and catering are available for courses at the Centre.

Room Hire
We cater for large (up to 60 people) and small groups, conference style meetings or private functions.  We offer a friendly environment and personal service with a range of facilities including extensive catering service available on site. Childcare facilities can also be arranged.

Drugwiser
Many teenagers and parents have questions about drugs and alcohol, this project seeks to raise the knowledge and awareness of these issues within local communities.  A key element within the project is the provision of peer education programmes for both teenagers and adults, so that both parties are better equipped to cope with the youth culture of today. These programmes are fully accredited by the NI Open College Network.  This project is funded by the Department of Health, Social Services & Public Safety as part of the N.I. Drugs strategy.

Secretarial Support 
Secretarial support is available for groups using the Centre’s facilities and for the general public.  This includes Word Processing i.e. CVs, assignments etc. Photocopying, Faxing, Laminating, Binding.
